In response to the COVID-19
pandemic, we pivoted online in 2020 and 2021, hosting Virtual Japan Festival
CANADA. However, in 2022, we successfully returned to Mississauga's Celebration
Square, where the festival has been hosted since its inception. It gives us immense
pride to report that we exceeded our initial goal and attracted over 100,000 visitors.

This makes Japan Festival CANADA the largest Japanese event in North America.
