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1. Monthly building permit reports collected from municipalities between the 1st 

and 10th working day of the month.

2. Permits for new residential construction and conversions reviewed and entered 

into our database. Conversion starts are recorded at this stage, as housing starts 

field enumeration only occurs for new construction homes.

3. Field enumerators receive new construction permits to track. They typically visit 

construction sites between the 10th and 15th working day of the month, 

recording starts (“foundation” stage), completions & absorption information 

4.  New construction data released on the 11th working day of the following 

month, conversions data released on the final working day of the following 

month
