Financial Impact

« Estimated to generate an average of approximately $1.4M yearly in
revenue based on a 15-year revenue projection

« The projected revenue and resource request, including FTE’s, has been
put forward in the 2025 Operating Budget through BR #12168

* Net revenues will be transferred to Reserve Fund #35519 to be used to
offset the cost of future parking programs and infrastructure

« Software and online permit portal cost is estimated to be $110,000 and
will be funded through existing PN #22176 - Digital Parking Solution
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Lower Boulevard Driveway Parking -

Enable ARU’s and multi-generational households
Presently allowed in a number of areas
Authorization to allow without petition process

Current requirements and regulations maintained

— Sight line visibility, which may allow corner
residences

— Vehicles not overhang sidewalk, non-paved
boulevard, or road

— Shared driveway - vehicle not overhang or block the
other driveway

— Driveway meets regulations and requirements,
including expansion or modification

— Vehicle parked in lower driveway attributed to same
address
