Contemporary, compatible rear porch proposed 
within property boundaries in yellow; detailed design 
to follow in subsequent heritage permit application.

Alteration to heritage attribute: “its mature trees, including the 
mature spruce in its full shape”; any trees excluded from the 
property (shown in blue) will remain in the public park.

Alteration to heritage attribute: “its 
original massing and layout on the 
lot that reflects the historic pattern 
of the neighbourhood”; lot layout 
will be altered.

Alteration to heritage attribute: “its location on High St, in the midst of a 
historical neighbourhood and occupying the west half of the north side of the 
High St block between Ann St and Hurontario St”; property access (i.e. the 
path) will be reconfigured so the principal address is on Ann St, not High St.
